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A Message from Father Aaron
Prayers for Justice and Peace for Immigrants

Dear brothers and sisters,

Today’s Solemnity of the Birth of John the Baptist
celebrates the great prophet and forerunner of the
Savior. John the Baptist was one of the first to
recognize and welcome Jesus as the Messiah.

Today, the very urgent issue being discussed and
contested in our nation is the issue of immigration,
especially in regards to the separation of children
from their families. While we know that, as
Christians, we must pray for justice and peace to be
the primary focus of our national policies, one may
wonder what the Catholic view is on this very
sensitive social issue which affects so many people.
How should we look at immigration?

Each nation’s leader has a responsibility to
provide protection for their own people. St. John Paul
IT stated in his Message for the 87th World Day of
Migration 2001, "7he exercise of such a right [that
is, the right to immigrate to a particular country] is
to be regulated, because practicing it indiscriminately
may do harm and be detrimental to the common
good of the community that receives the migrant.
And the Catechism of the Church also says,
"Immigrants are obliged to respect with gratitude
the material and spiritual heritage of the country that
receives them, to obey its laws, and to assist in
carrying civic burdens” (CCC 2241).

However, at the same time we know that we
must follow our conscience to care for those poor
strangers in our midst, the “the Jittle ones.” And in
this case using family separation as a deterrent for
migration is an intolerable and contemptible injustice.
We must pray diligently that the immigrant families
that are in dire need and seeking to appropriate
shelter and basic needs are cared for and not
neglected. In 1948 Pope Pius the XII wrote, "Jesus,
Mary and Joseph, living in exile in Egypt to escape
the fury of an evil king, are, for all times and all
places, the models and protectors of every migrant,
alien and refugee of whatever kind who, whether
compelled by fear of persecution or by want, is
forced to leave his native land, his beloved parents
and relatives, his close friends, and to seek a foreign
soil.”

We must insist that the sovereignty of the family
is respected. There are times when parents and
children should be separated - when parents have
been abusive or neglectful, or when they pose a
danger to their children or others. But we need to

(cont.) do this without taking children from the arms
of their mothers, or sending toddlers to live in
detention facilities. Comprehensive immigration
reform, will be a long-time coming and will require
honest communication, sober reflection, and serious
analysis from our leaders, which are things that we
should still expect from our leaders. However, our
mission as Christ’s disciples, has not changed
overtime. We must continue to pray for our leaders
that they may work to protect their own and
immigrants, and initiate just laws that promote
peace for all people.
