A Message From Father Aaron

Natural Family Planning (NFP)

Dear Friends,

 Last Sunday my homily was primarily focused on the 

quote from Jesus in Mark’s Gospel, “Whoever receives one 

child such as this in my name, receives me; and whoever 

receives me, receives not me but the One who sent me.”  

(Mark 8:37) My homily was mainly about why the Church 

promotes the use of Natural Family Planning as the 

acceptable and fruitful way for the married couple to 

discern and prayerful plan God’s plan for children, and also 

why the Church holds that the use of contraception to be 

a serious sin.    

 I realize that there are significant difficulties in the 

understanding and the accepting of the Church’s teachings 

on certain issues, most being moral and sexuality issues.  

Whether it be from a lack of good Catechesis, or the toxic 

messages received in our secular culture, or a problem of 

spiritual laxity, there is a problem in the communication 

and application of most important and beautiful truths of 

our Catholic Faith. Know that the parish staff and I are 

always here to answer questions you may have, point you 

to resources, or just listen to you. While some Church 

teachings may be difficult, it does not mean that they are 

not true and good. I hope the information below is helpful, 

especially for anyone who struggles with the Churches 

teaching on contraception and NFP. Let us pray that God’s 

loving plan for marriage and family be known and lived out 

to the fullest!
